ManaRrRASHTRA UN-AIDED PRIVATE PROFESSIONAL EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS (REGULATIONS OF ADMISSION AND
FEEs) Acrt, 2015.

No. Shulk-2012/C.R.183/12/Mashi-2.—Whereas, pursuant to the judgment and order of the
Hon’ble Supreme Court in the case of T.M.A. Pai Foundation and Others Vs State of Karnataka
and Others [(2002) 8 SCC 481], the Government of Maharashtra has constituted the Pravesh
Niyantran Samiti and the Shulka Niyantran Samiti (hereinafter referred to as “ the said Samitis”)
to regulate the admissions and the charging of Fees by unaided private professional educational
institutions ;

And whereas, with a view to give statutory framework to the said Committees and to provide
for regulation of admissions and fees by the Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions;
the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions (Regulation of Admissions
and Fees) Act, 2015 (Mah. Act. No.28 of 2015) (hereinafter referred to as “the said Act”) has been
promulgated on the 17th August 2015 ;

And whereas, the National Council for Teacher Education Act, 1993 (hereinafter referred to
as “the NCTE Act”) is primarily concern with the setting up of a National Council for the purpose
of ensuring planned and co-ordinated development of teacher education system and also the
regulation and maintenance of norms and standard for the same ;

And whereas, section 32(d)(v) of the NCTE Act provides the powers of make regulations in
respect of tuition fees chargeable by institutions under Clause (h) of section 12, the National Council
has framed the “National Council for Teacher Education (Guidelines for Regulations of Tuition
Fees and other fees chargeable by Unaided Teacher Education Institutions) Amendment Regulations,
2010 (hereinafter referred to as “the 2010 Regulations”) with effect from 29th August 2010 ;

And whereas, Regulation 4 of the 2010 Regulations clearly stipulated that the Eligibility and
Procedure of Admission will be regulated as per the policy of State Government and in terms of
NCTE Regulations, laying down the norms and standard for various Unaided Teachers Education
programmes ;

And whereas, the Government of Maharashtra has declared the Degree courses namely the
B.Ed., B.P.Ed., M.Ed. and M.P.Ed. as courses of professional education by notification No.BEd-
4615/C.R.210/Mashi-2, dated 21st January 2016.

Now, therefore in exercise of the powers conferred by section 25 of the said Act and all other
powers enabling it in that behalf, the Government of Maharashtra hereby makes the following
order :—

1. This order may be called the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational

Institutions (Regulations of Admissions and Fees) (Further Removal of Difficulty) Order, 2016.

2.  During the period of the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational

Institutions (Regulation of Admissions and Fees) Act, 2015 (Mah. Act. No.28 of 2015) is in

force, the functions of the Admissions Regulating Authority under section 9 of the said Act,

in respect of the B.Ed., M.Ed., B.P.Ed., M.P.Ed. courses shall be discharged by Pravesh

Niyamak Pradhikaran and that the function relating to the regulation of fees in respect of

such courses shall be discharged by the Shikshan Shulk Samiti in accordance with the

provisions of the 2010 Regulations of NCTE.
